What gifts do you have that you can use to help others feel at home? How are you 
using them right now? 
 
Commission Question: Be aware of the people around you. Where do you see 
belonging or a longing to belong in our lives?

Take some time to let people share what’s going on in their lives (talk about the 
good/bad, celebrations/concerns, God sightings & prayer concerns). 
 
The group facilitator should make note of any prayer concerns that are shared and 
send them out to the group after the meeting for group members to pray over 
throughout the week.
